
ACT/SAT Test Preparation Suggestions
1) Most importantly, students should study the preparation materials that come with the test registration information.

2) A good night’s sleep (or two good night’s sleep!) and a good breakfast are strongly recommended.

3) Pellissippi State and Roane State sometimes offer preparation programs for the ACT.

4) ACT preparation courses are offered through UT-Knoxville Community Programs – Non-credit, online classes.  Go to www.outreach.utk.edu/ppd and look for Online Courses, then Education 2 Go, then Test Prep.

5) The ORHS and Public Library have preparation materials, both books and computer CD’s, for SAT or ACT prep.  Most bookstores carry a wide variety of preparation materials if you want to have your own copy.  Make sure your practice materials will cover the new SAT or ACT writing section.

6) Go to www.collegeboard.org to order products on preparation for AP and SAT.  This site also includes sample questions and test-taking hints.

7) Products on preparation for ACT can be ordered through www.act.org.  This site includes sample questions and test-taking hints.

8) Area companies and individuals offer tutoring or classes to help students prepare for the tests.  Look in Yellow Pages under “Tutoring.”

9) Plan ahead so that students have the opportunity to take the test two or three times (beginning in the Junior year).  Colleges generally will consider the highest score so there is no disadvantage to repeating the test.
