Parents and guardians participating in 
the ORHS Parent Network make a 
commitment to communicate with each 
other; agree not to knowingly provide 
illegal drugs or alcohol for student use; and 
give permission for their names, phone 
numbers, and addresses to be published 
in a directory available only to other ORHS 
Parent Network families. 
 
Knowing that other parents have made the 
same commitment makes it all the easier to 
pick up the phone and make that call—a 
call that might make the difference in your 
student’s safety and will certainly make a 
difference in your peace of mind.
